Homework will be assigned at the conclusion of teaching a concept.  It will be scored on a 3 point scale: 3-proficient, 2-basic, 1-below basic, or 0-incomplete or missing.  Homework can be fixed and resubmitted.  Obtain a stamp from me on the due date.  Turn in the corrections and the original assignment.  Homework turned in late, receive a max score of 2. 

Concept quiz – quick check for understanding over homework.

Multi-concept test- Assessments over 3 or more concepts.  

Unit Test- Assessments over a whole unit.

Performance test- to show students can apply concepts to solve contextual problems

Projects- informal assessments of skills over concepts 

Tests (multi-concept, unit, and performance) may be retaken once.  A contract must be completed to qualify for a retake.  The test must be retaken within 2 weeks of receiving the results of the test.
